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The book has wonderful photography, with a nice history of the region. A few major vineyards are

listed, but don't expect it to be a list of key Burgundian hot spots! More the asthetic and artistic

history of the area and how wine got started and grew.

This book is sort of all fluff; the pictures are pretty, but it's not really very informative. I'd skip it and

buy a Michelin guide unless you want a picture book for your coffee table.
